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In order to improve the oral communication skills in English, students are going to be immersed in English in this class
conducted by a native speaker of English. Students are required to try their best to communicate in English as best as
they can with the teacher and their classmates, making use of their knowledge of English, and sometimes even gestures.

The teaching materials include the textbook, English Firsthand 2, and some additional handouts.
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The primary goal of class is for students to continue to learn to use and enjoy spoken English, and to have LOTS OF
practice at speaking English, especially asking and answering questions, so that they will be able to talk about their own
situations and interests, and with more fluency.
